 Maintaining and upgrading the technical infrastructure, including servers, applications, databases, storage 
back-up and recovery, and data that support the MDL; 

 Creating additional content for users of the Minnesota Digital Library;

10.   Project Activities/Methods: READ directions! 

The MDLC will broaden the scope of projects beyond the historical focus that our first projects involved. 
We propose carrying out initiatives that will help us define future technical, content and service 
requirements for the Minnesota Digital Library. 
Proposed projects include: 
1. Upgrading and maintaining CONTENTdm software. As the Minnesota Digital Library digitizes more 

objects and in diverse formats, we will need to upgrade our license to allow us to include more objects 
in this content management system. With this expansion, we will also need to upgrade our annual 
maintenance agreement. We will extend our infrastructure towards a mature level of data storage, back-
up, and recovery. To do this, we will augment the dedicated storage array now in place for primary 
storage of the MDL’s master files with second and third copy storage at a remote location via a 
network storage strategy. We will also conduct usability testing of the MDL Web sites and refine our 
interface as we add collections to the MDL. 

2. Adding content to the Minnesota Digital Library 
a. Conduct a map digitization project to build upon the prototype project conducted by MDLC 

partner the Minnesota Historical Society, and to take advantage of the JPEG2000 extension 
now available for CONTENTdm. We will solicit maps from organizations interested in this 
project as we have for our image and documents projects. We will digitize 500 maps. 

b. Continue to build our image and document collections, both by bringing new participants into 
the Minnesota Digital Library and by encouraging applications by current participants. This 
project will allow us to develop the relationships we are building with historical societies, 
libraries and archives across the state. Digitize 3,000 images and 1,250 document pages. 

3. Conducting the first two steps in a project to understand the technical issues associated with making 
publicly available existing and developing digitization and online projects through the statewide 
services of the Minnesota Digital Library. Step 1 will be to assess or survey the status of digitization 
work across Minnesota – who is putting resources online, and who needs help in making those 
resources publicly available? – and to identify three to four partners who will be willing to work with 
the MDLC on developing an implementation strategy. Step 2 will be to investigate and to evaluate 
possible methods for developing a single-search mechanism for the general public to access these 
digital resources. The University of Minnesota Libraries and the Minnesota Historical Society will 
collaborate to complete this project. 

4. Developing under contract with Minnesota Historical Society or another organization with expertise, 
such as Sandbox Studios, which conducted the 2005 MDLC survey of K-12 social studies teachers, 
educational packages for teachers who want to use the resources of the Minnesota Digital Library in 
their classes. These packages will focus on content now part of or under development for the 
Minnesota Digital Library. 

5. Contracting with an MDLC member organization to provide an outreach coordinator to:  
a. Work directly with existing and potential partners to acquire more content (project 3 above) 
b. Work with existing and potential partners to identify the social, organizational, economic, 

institutional, and educational constraints to participation in the MDL and to develop plans and 
strategies for overcoming those constraints.  

c. Work with regional library networks, county and local historical societies, special collections, 
archives in the state’s higher education institutions, reference and special collection libraries, 
and other possible resources, to gain a full understanding of the needs of these organizations 
and the resources and services that the Minnesota Digital Library can develop to meet those 
needs. Write a detailed report of these needs and opportunities. This work and this report will 
inform the vision and strategic planning work of the Minnesota  Digital Library Steering

15. Project Continuation 
The Minnesota Digital Library Coalition is committed to the long-term success of the Minnesota Digital 

Library. Much of the research and development of this grant project is aimed at making existing and ongoing 
projects available to the public for the foreseeable future. Project development in this grant is aimed a 
broadening the scope of collection development beyond cultural heritage projects and into the full vision of the 
MDLC, as originally established at the initial planning conference in Monticello, MN, in the summer of 2001.  

Steering Committee members continue to provide institutional support for this project to ensure its 
continuation and the fulfillment of the MDL vision. Most notably, these organizations donate the time of their 
employees to participate in meetings and project development, to advise on and in many cases to develop the 
projects and activities of the MDL. For example, during the FY05 project, the University of Minnesota is 
providing much of the MDL infrastructure support at no cost to the MDLC and grant coordination and project 
leadership are all provided on a volunteer basis. We plan and arrange our annual meetings on volunteer time. 
This commitment will continue through the FY06 project. 

The MDLC sees this FY06 LSTA funding as a bridge to ongoing funding from the Minnesota 
Legislature. Bill DeJohn, director of MINITEX, now the administrative home of the MDL, has begun work on 
behalf of the steering committee to seek legislative funding through MINITEX for the Minnesota Digital 
Library. He is working with the Minnesota Office of Higher Education, Minnesota State Library Services and 
School Technologies, and the Minnesota Library Association to move MDL funding legislation forward during 
the 2007 session. 

Minnesota State Colleges and Universities, on behalf of its members serving on the steering committee, 
has included the Minnesota Digital Library in its request for funding from the U.S. Congress. The MDLC is 
committed to begin seeking funding partners from private and corporate foundations.

17.  Assurances.  The applicant assures that it will comply with the following: 
 

A. Grant funds shall be used only for purposes for which granted as specified in the approved grant 
application or approved in an amendment to the original application filed under provisions of the grant 
agreement. Project may be amended once during the contractual timeline. Programmatic approval by the 
LSTA Coordinator must be obtained for expenses in a category that reflect more than a 10% change from 
the proposed budget in the approved grant application. 

 
B. The Institute of Museum and Library Services (IMLS) and the MN State Library Administrative Agency 

requires public acknowledgement of the activities they support with LSTA funds. Your IMLS grant is 
recognition of excellence that should be shared with your community. As a recipient, you are required to 
acknowledge IMLS support and take steps to extend the award’s impact on the community at large. 
IMLS has a logo and tag line that should be used in acknowledging IMLS and State Library support. The 
guidelines for crediting IMLS and the State Library Agency are described below.  

 
“The Institute of Museum and Library Services, a Federal agency that fosters innovation, leadership   
and a lifetime of learning, and State Library Services & School Technology, the Minnesota State Library 
Agency, supports the (project name) at the (library/agency name) with funding under the provisions of 
the Library Services and Technology Act (LSTA).”  

 
C. Interest on Grant funds shall be limited to the amount allowable by federal rules and regulations, which 

must not exceed $100.00 annually on all LSTA federal dollars received. This regulation (45 C.F.R. 
Section 1183.21(i)) applies to IMLS grants to States and State sub-grants to public libraries, public school 
libraries, and other agencies that are governed by State and/or Local governments. Interest earned on 
advances/grant awards made by the State Library Administrative Agencies to universities, hospitals, and 
non-profit organizations fall into a different category. These entities may keep interest amounts up to $250 
per year for administrative expenses (OMB Circular A-110 C.22 Payment (1)). 

 
D. Grantees will be reimbursed on all project costs on a quarterly basis upon filing the quarterly grant 

payment schedule with project receipts for reimbursement attached. Twenty percent of the project 
allotment shall be held until final report and grant receipts are received, reviewed and accepted for audit. 

 
E. A mid-year narrative report shall be filed at the six month interval of the grant year and a preliminary end 

of project narrative evaluation report indicating initial project results and a report of grant expenditures 
shall be submitted to State Library Services & School Technology on forms supplied by the State Library 
Agency no later than 30 days after the completion date of the project set forth in the grant agreement. A 
final Project Assessment including Outcome Based Evaluation shall be filed with the state library one 
year after completion date of the project. Failure to file one-year project assessment will result in grantee 
being ineligible for future LSTA competitive grant rounds until an acceptable report is completed and 
approved. 

 
F. If participation by a regional library system or a member local governmental unit or member library is 

discontinued, ownership of the discontinuing system, unit, or member's assets, including cash or the fair 
market value thereof if such assets cannot be transferred by the grantee, acquired during the last three 
years of participation from this grant, shall revert to the Minnesota Department of Education, State 
Library Services & School Technology, for reassignment for library services elsewhere.

G. Pursuant to 20 U.S.C. Section 9134(b)(6), the applicant will provide assurance to the State Library 
Administrative Agency that it will comply with 20 U.S.C. Section 9134(f), which sets out standards 
relating to Internet Safety for public elementary school, secondary school libraries and public libraries that 
do not receive services at discount rates under section 254(h)(6) of the Communications Act of 1934, and 
for which IMLS State Program funds are used to purchase computers used to access the Internet or to pay 
for direct costs associated with accessing the Internet.
